How the program works:

The customer will produce, on a scheduled basis, a flat file containing the complete list of active employee data, and deposit flat file into a designated shared folder. The interface application will monitor the designated folder for the presence of a new flat file. When one is deposited, the interface will read the flat file records and append new employee data to the Autocrib Employee table. The interface will not create duplicates. The interface will not delete any employees from the Autocrib Employee table although it does not appear in the most recent flat file. Instead, the employee will be set to inactive.  Departments included in the employee records of the flat file will be added to the Department table.  Currently, no department descriptions can be added through the interface.  The interface application will stay running on the AutoCrib computer and monitor for CSV or TXT files in the designated folder.  When the file appears, the interface will immediately process the file.  Once all records in the flat file are processed, the flat file will be renamed uniquely following a date + time.old naming convention and saved in the designated folder.
