Section 1   Initial Placement & Installation TC "Section 1   Initial Placement & Installation" \f C \l "1" 
I. Initial Placement – TWO PEOPLE ARE REQUIRED FOR INSTALLATION

DO NOT ATTACH POWER CABLE INTO OUTLET UNTIL LAST STEP.

1. Upon Arrival, check the following:

a. Damage to the pallet and/or wrapping

b. Status of “TipNTell” – may indicate rough handling.

c. Note any damage or irregularities on shipping document

d. DO NOT SIGN FOR SHIPMENT IF ANY DAMAGE HAS OCCURRED.  REFUSE THE SHIPMENT.
2. Remove shipping materials from machine.

3. Remove the outside, top panel and bottom panel from each side frame.

4. Using a forklift, insert the forks under the top rails.  Lift the frame off the pallet and place each frame in the final position.  
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There must be 50 inches between the frames.
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5. Adjust the feet on the bottom until each frame is level.

6. Insert the top bridge between the left and right frames.  The wires need to face the direction of the left frame.  DO NOT INSERT SCREWS OR ATTACH ANTENNA WIRES.  THIS ALLOWS YOU TO MOVE THE BRIDGE WHILE INSTALLING OTHER COMPONENTS.

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7. Rear Sign Panel Assembly Installation - This is the bridge without magnets.  
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a. Using the 4” screws (2 used on each side), attach the rear sign panel assembly.  The screws should be inserted through the side frame and into the sign panel.

b. Each screw is secured using a ¼” nyloc bolt.  Using a 7/16 socket driver to hold the screw in place on the side frames, tighten the bolts using the socket wrench.

8. Door Installation
a. Attach the bottom door hinges - Using (2) 2” screws for each door, attach the bottom door hinge for the left and right side frame.  Using a 3/8 socket driver, tighten the screws with the supplied 10/32 nyloc bolts and nuts.
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b. Attach the top door hinge on each door.

c. Install the doors by first placing the door inside the bottom hinge.  Then, align the top hinge with the holes and insert the 2” screws.  Using a 3/8 socket driver, tighten the screws with the supplied 10/32 nyloc bolts and nuts.
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d. Repeat step c for the second door.

9. Front Sign Panel Assembly Installation – This panel contains the magnets.

a. Using the 4” screws (2 used on each side), attach the front sign panel.  The screws should be inserted from the outside of the frame.  DO NOT SECURE SCREWS.

b. Push the screws in so they are flush with the inside frame.  
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c. Insert the inside top front cover panel with the door closers.

d. Push the screws through the front bridge and door closer assembly.

e. Each screw is secured using a ¼” nyloc bolt.  Using a 7/16 socket driver to hold the screw in place on the outside panels tighten the bolts using the socket wrench.

10. Camera Installation – Rear Sign Panel
a. Place the USB camera wire to the rear tower side of the sign panel while the camera is lying in the middle of the panel.

b. Insert back fascia and use 7 self tapping screws with nuts to secure. 

c. Locate the camera through the hole in the middle of the fascia.  Attach camera using the clip.

d. Plug the USB camera wire into the USB extension.

11. Camera Installation – Front Sign Panel
a. Route the camera the same way as step 10.a.

b. Connect the magnet wire, sensor wire, and camera wire. 
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c. Insert the front fascia and use 4 self tapping screws with nuts to secure.

d. Locate the camera through the hole in the middle of the fascia.  Attach camera using the clip.

12. Attach Hydraulic Door Closers
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a. Cut zip ties on hydraulic door closers.

b. Using a 5/32 hex driver, tighten the door closers to the front bridge using two screws on each side.

13. Secure Roof
a. Move bridge to the middle between the two side frames.  Connect the 3 lights to the extension cord provided inside the left side frame.
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b. Pull the antenna cable from the left side frame through the hole provided in the middle roof.  (There are 4 total antenna wires zip tied together.)  Connect 2 antennas on the bridge and route the other 2 antennas through the bridge down into the right side frame panel.  Connect the remaining 2 antennas on the right frame.  DO NOT CUT THE ZIP TIES.  
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c. Attach 8 self tapping screws and nuts to the bridge panel.

d. Place the last two roof panels and secure each with 10 self tapping screws and nuts each.

14. Remove the outside, bottom, left frame panel and locate power cable.  Plug the power cable into the outlet provided.
II. Installation TC "Installation" \f C \l "1"

1. Locate the “Quick Start” form in the software packet provided with the management station.  Use this form to begin the setup of the management station.

2. Upon startup of the management station, pcAnywhere and the Autocrib software will start automatically.

3. Restore the AutoCrib database.

a. Place the .BAK file received from AutoCrib’s customer service department into C:\Program Files\Microsoft SQL Server\MSSQ.1\MSSQL\Backup.

b. Open the Microsoft SQL Server Management Studio and connect to the server.

i. Server Name:  Computer Name\AUTOCRIB52

ii. Authentication:  SQL Server Authentication

iii. Login:  sa

iv. Password:  AutoCrib2005
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c. Click the plus (+) sign next to the server.  Then, select the plus (+) sign next to the databases folder.
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d. Right click the autocrib52 database.
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e. Select “Tasks” > “Restore” > “Database…”.

f. Under the Source for Restore menu, enable “From Device”.  Then, select the Browse button.
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g. Select the “Add” button.

h. Locate the .BAK file saved in C:\Program Files\Microsoft SQL Server\MSSQL.1\MSSQL\Backup.  Then, select “OK”.
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i. Select “OK” in the Specify Backup screen.
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j. Under the Select the backup sets to restore menu, enable the “Restore” checkbox.
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k. In the upper left hand corner of the screen under the Select a page menu, select “Options”.
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l. Under the “Restore Options” menu, enable “Overwrite the existing database”.
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m. Under the “Restore the database files as:” menu select the first browse button.
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n. Locate the autocrib52_Data.mdf or autocrib52.mdf file located in C:\Program Files\Microsoft SQL Server\MSSQL.1\MSSQL\Data.  Then, select “OK”.
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o. Under the “Restore the database files as:” menu select the second browse button.
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p. Locate the autocrib52_log.ldf file located in C:\Program Files\Microsoft SQL Server\MSSQL.1\MSSQL\Data.  Then, select “OK”.

b. Common Procedures During Setup

i. Change IP Address of RFID Reader

1. Select the Communications menu. 

2. Insert the IP Address and port number.  The default port number is 80.  However, this can be modified if the IT department would like to use a different port.

ii. Gain:  Depends on how close RFID tags are to the IntelliPort system.  IntelliPort ships with a 25% gain.  As the gain increases, the signal intensifies making the RFID reader more accurate.  However, you must make sure tags are not being sensed by the reader outside the terminal. To change the gain follow the steps below.

1. Select the Read Point Classes menu.

2. Under the Class List section, highlight “Area” and select “Select Class”.

3. Make the necessary changes to the Gain.

iii. Verify 3 read points are found.  There are 3 total read points in the IntelliPort which are referred to as antennas.  Under the Status menu, verify there are 3 enabled Read Points.

iv. Test RFID Reader:  In the Test Read menu, select “Query”.  Then, select “Submit Query”.  This screen will list all of the RFID tags the reader senses.  If there are tags being recognized outside the terminal, the gain should be lowered.

***Once changes have been made, the Commit/Revert menu must be selected.  Then, select “Commit” to save the changes.
